RULES AND GUIDELINES

BOB KESSLER SCHOLARSHIP
1.
Applicant must be a son or daughter of an active or deceased member of the


Arkansas Postal Workers Union.

2.
Applicant’s parent must have been a member of the APWU in good standing, for


at least one year immediately preceding application, or must have been a member


for one year prior to their death.

3.
Applications for the scholarship must be made on an official application form.


Completed application forms must be sent to the Secretary-Treasurer of the


Arkansas State APWU at the address below. The scholarship committee will


draw for the awards at the summer meeting. Applications received after June 1st, 


2011 will not be accepted.

4.
Applicant must be a senior attending high school or other corresponding


secondary school.

5.
Applicants must have taken the SAT or ACT with a minimum of 19 ACT/1000 
SAT score. Secondary school records with a GPA of 2.75 and proof of the ACT/SAT score must be submitted with the application form by the requested deadline. 

6.
Scholarship recipient must attend an accredited college of his or her choice. The 
scholarship must be used towards pursuing an undergraduate degree.

7.
The Arkansas APWU will award one (1) scholarship of $500 annually.

8.
Any parent in a supervisory or acting supervisory capacity will nullify the 
application of the student, regardless of local membership.

9.
Applications must be received by the Secretary-Treasurer of the Arkansas APWU 
no later than June 1st, 2011 at the address below.
